
Lane’s Gain Will Be Our Pain
Our Homes Are Already Worth Less!

Since Lane Construction applied for a permit to put industrial plants and a rock quarry on the Vanner Farm, the value of
surrounding homes has dropped. One family, trying to sell its house, has been advised to cut the list price by $10,000 because no

one wants to view their home after learning about Lane’s proposal.

Here’s what Lane told us:
Lane’s facility would operate 6 a.m. to 6 p.m. (or around the clock if “market conditions” warrant it!)
five to six days a week.
The rock crusher would pound all day, every day.
Blasting would be every week or every other week.
Lane plans to install equipment manufactured in 1973 – long before current environmental protections
were enacted.

Lane’s lawyer told us “We’re not here to make friends.”
The purpose of the Farm and Forest District is to maintain fields and forestlands, The proposed project would permanently
alter the Farm and Forest area by destroying fields and forestlands.
What Lane doesn’t tell us: Deer yards, wetlands, timber harvests, livestock operations, blueberries, dairy and sheep farms

would all be harmed for the benefit of a few individuals, who would make money at our expense.

Lane indicates in its application that it will “confine the dust to the site.”
What Lane doesn’t tell us: Dust, including contaminants, will blow up and out of the site, contaminating the
entire town. Those contaminants include, but are not limited to: arsenic, formaldehyde, copper, mercury, lead.
Silica dust, a consequence of drilling and blasting operations like this one, is on the OSHA list of occupational
and environmental hazards, causes lung and heart disease and cancer.

Decibel levels of 85 dbh cause hearing loss, neurosis, aggressive behaviors and anxiety.
What Lane doesn’t tell us: The decibel levels from combined drilling, blasting, crushing, mixing, scrapping and
pumping, in addition to 48 trucks per hour fueling, braking, shifting and accelerating would be equivalent to....?
Lane won’t say.

Lane’s application refers to Davis Stream. Lane indicates that water will be accessed through a well they will
drill for their own purposes. Lane denies that any aquifer, wetlands, or water seams are affected by the proposed
plan.
What Lane doesn’t tell us: The Damariscotta Lake Watershed is affected by this proposal. Our wells, water table
and streams risk contamination. The huge amount of water Lane will use for its processing puts the very avail-
ability of our well water in jeopardy.

Lane’s application says repeatedly that there will be no adverse effect on our community!

Our health, the value of our property, our peaceful enjoyment of our homes, our families and our community will be
at risk. They don’t tell you that they consider all of these to be unimportant!
